The
beginning band program that your child can now participate in is one that is of great benefit to many
students.

1) RECORDER CLASS... involves learning to read music and learning to play a simple musical
instrument and lasts for about el ght weeks. The benefits of this introduction are numerous. First, you will be
able to find out if your child has the ability, the discipline, and the desire to play a musical instrument. The
child will find out what music and band are all about, while at the same time, the amount of hard work that |
expect. Your cost for the recorder and book is $10.00. With this small investment, you will obtain the
information necessary to decide if your child should continue into the next phase of band.

2) BEGINNING BAND ...will then continue with those students who are interested in continuing in
band. From this point on, you and your child will have to make a commitment to remain in band until the
last day of school, and will not be allowed to quit.

3) BAND IS HARD WORK! | would be misleading you if | told you otherwise. Many students
have the impression that being in band is al fun and not much work, only to find out later that it takes a
great deal of effort to be a good band student. Please consider the following:

a) Students with a history of difficulty in academic work may have trouble with band.

b) Students with discipline problems do not succeed in band. In order to have a good band, strict discipline
is required. Disruptive students make progress impossible.

¢) Homework istwenty minutes of practice daily.

d) Students have to provide their own instrument, however rental with the option to buy makes this feasible
for most students. The county owns large instruments that can be borrowed for both Band Class and
Recorder Class, where thereis a need.

e) Involved parents are very important to the success of a band student. Repeatedly | find that the best
students are being encouraged (sometimes in a firm manner) to practice at home daily.
